●​ What is the study and how long is it?​
This summer, we’ll be diving into the book of James. The study will run for 5 
weeks, with the first week serving as an introduction and a time for 
fellowship—an opportunity to meet your table leader and discussion group.​

●​ When and where do we meet?​
We will begin on Tuesday, May 26th, and meet weekly from 9:30–11:00 AM for 5 
weeks. Location: The church “Multipurpose Room”.​
 

●​ What can I expect each week?​
Our mornings will follow a simple and intentional rhythm: Welcome → 
Announcements → table group discussion of study questions.​
 

●​ Do I need to purchase anything?​
No purchase is required. This is a free study offered through the “WordGo” app. 
Sign up with your email to access weekly study questions, notes, and 
teaching—all in one place.​
 

●​ What if I miss a week?​
We encourage you to prioritize this time so you can get the most out of the study 
and your group. If you do miss, you can easily stay on track by continuing the 
study through the app.​
 

●​ Will I be placed in a group?​
Yes. Each participant will be assigned to a table discussion group and leader. We 
believe consistency in small groups for the duration of the study helps foster 
safety, deep connection, and meaningful community.​
 

●​ Will childcare be available? ​
Yes! Childcare and Junior Bible Study will be provided with age-appropriate 
classrooms: Nursery, Toddler, and Chapel (1st Grade & Up). Children will be 
loved, cared for, and taught the Word through worship, Bible lessons, memory 
verses, and activities. 

***There is a suggested contribution of $5 per session per child or $10 per session for 
families with multiple children to help bless the teachers serving each week. However, 
we never want finances to be a hindrance, so please do not worry if this is difficult for
